• Chapter 11: “Important aspects of governance include mechanisms for monitoring, transparency, and

accountability. It may involve the development of new evaluation approaches, including a greater focus on

ex-ante evaluations and assessment of, for example, readiness and capacities, rather than ex-post

evaluations of outcomes.”
